e Nouns are changing their form and can have gender, case and
number. They have different endings to show this change. A noun
is found in a dictionary in a nominative case singular. Nouns in a
Nominative case the most often are in a function of a subject of a
sentence.

e Nouns can have one of three genders: masculine, feminine and
neuter. Gender is determined by the last letter of the word.

e Masculine nouns end in consonant or sometimes in —o, -e ( in
personal names or in nouns of foreign origin)

student, Boris, professor, Hrvat; Zvonko, Franjo, Pavle

Ovo je profesor Boris Herceg.

e Nouns are declined through cases (like in Latin language). Nouns
of a different gender have different endings. Every noun has a
different ending in each case in singular and plural. The case in
which noun will be standing in a sentence depends on the function
of the noun in the sentence.

e There are 7 cases in Croatian language and they have their
questions which make it easier to determine their function and
distinguish between cases, because different cases can have the
same endings. The cases of Croatian language are:

No Case Question Function
1. Nominative Tko? Sto? Subject
2. Genitive Od koga? Od cega? Belonging
3. Dative Kome/u? Cemu (idem) Indirect object; Direction
4. Accusative Koga? Sto (volim) Object
5. Vocative Hej! Addressing
6. Instrumental | S(a) kim(e)? S(a) ¢im(e) Company or Instrument
7. Locative Gdje? O kome/u? Na ¢emu | Place

These are only basic functions — some of the cases have more than one

function.

The verb jesam has got two
forms a full and a short form as presented above.

e Locativ case shows the location or the focus of the activity This case is
never without a preposition. The most frequent prepositions are: u, na, o
(in/ inside, on, about). Locative questions are: where, about who or what
(gdje, o komu, o ¢emu)?

e Masculine and neuter nouns ending in —o and — have the ending —u in
locative. Neuter nouns drop the last letter before adding —u.

Turista je u gradu. (m) (grad = grad+u - gradu)
Student je na sveucilistu.(n) (sveuciliste = sveucilist+u — sveuéiliStu)

¢ Feminine nouns ending in —a have the ending —i in locative singular. They
drop the ending —a and then add —i.

Pula je na obali. (obala = obal +i - obali)
¢ Feminine nouns ending in —a that have the consonants —k, -g, before —a,
change into -c and — z.

Sta je u ruci? (ruka — ruci)
Sto je na knjizi? (knjiga — knjizi)
